Autumn has come early for wading birds as the climate heats
up the artic breeding grounds some species are flying south
earlier. This species the little stint’ about the size of a house
sparrow is one of the smallest waders. According to a Swedish
study the increase in temperatures in the artic has affected
them significantly. The rising temperatures have negatively impacted the population
of lemmings which means predators that would normally hunt the mammals are
now targeting the small birds instead which in turn is leading to breeding failure.

FOR OUR WORLD - A group of 60 survivors have been found sheltering in a single
home, escaping the devastating wildfires in Maui, Hawaii. The group had taken
refuge in the building on the 8" August and without electricity and mobile phone
coverage their whereabouts had been unknown.
